Breeds : Only purebred Irish wolfhounds may be entered.

ELIGIBILITY: All entries shall be individually registered with the AKC, the Federa-
tion Cynoliguque Internationale, an ASFA-recognized foreign or ASFA board ap-
proved registry. Late, incomplete, unsigned, or conditional entries WILL NOT be
accepted. Substitutes for lame or in-season hounds allowed if substitute has same
owner and Trial Secretary is notified at least 48 hours prior to roll call.

STAKES OFFERED:

Open Stake: Any eligible sighthound that has met certification requirements,
excluding ASFA Field Champions of record. Certification is required prior to a
hound entering its first trial.

Field Champion Stake: Any ASFA Field Champion.

Veteran Stake: Any lIrish Wolfhounds 5 years or older, and that has met
certification requirements.

Singles: any hound which may otherwise be disqualified to compete in the regular stakes. No
hound entered in Singles is eligible to compete for Best of Breed or Best in Field.

Breeder Stake: will not be offered.

Kennel Stake: will not be offered.

Best in Field: will be not offered.

*Certifications and practice will be held after the trial, weather and equipment
Permitting at the discretion of the Field Committee.

*All entries must be one year of age or older on the day of the trial.
*Stakes will be split into flights by public random draw if the entry in any regular stake is 20
or more.

*Bitches in season, hounds with breed disqualifications, and lame hounds will be excused.

*Hounds not present at the time of roll call will be scratched.

*Lure machine is battery-powered, continuous loop. Back up equipment available. Lure will
consist of white plastic bags.

*The course will be reversed for finals and again for Best of Breed.

*There will be a $5.00 fine for any dog off lead not in the process of coursing.
*All returned checks are subject to a fee.

*GLIWA assumes no liability for injury to any hound or person, before, during,
or after the trial.

*Entries will not be acknowledged by mail.

NOTE: The club reserves the right to alter the
course diagram as required by weather and/or
field conditions on the day of the trial.
